Father Rylan was born in Cornwall, Ontario to an Irish mother and Scottish father. During the completion 
of a B.Sc. in psychology he began to become aware of a calling to ordained ministry in the Church. At that 
point, being from a Presbyterian family, Father Rylan pursued his Masters of Divinity degree at Knox 
College, Toronto and was ordained in the Presbyterian Church in Canada. After a variety of parishes he 
began to realize that his spirituality and theology lie more within the Anglican (and specifically Anglo-
Catholic*) tradition and therefore moved into the Anglican Church of Canada, being ordained a Deacon in 
May of 2008 and Priest in February of 2009.
